What are these awards for?   These awards are meant to stimulate your interest in research in the natural sciences and engineering. They are also meant to encourage you to undertake graduate studies and pursue a research career in these fields.
To be eligible for an award you must: be a Canadian citizen or permanent resident of Canada; be registered (at the time you apply) as a full‑time student in a bachelor's degree program in the natural sciences (going into second year or later); have obtained, over the previous years of study, a cumulative average of at least second class (a grade of "B"); have been registered full‑time in the term immediately before holding the award; not have started a graduate program; and be engaged on a full‑time basis in research and development activities in the natural sciences during tenure of the award. 
You must work under the supervision of a faculty member who holds an active NSERC research grant either at the time you submit the application or when you hold the award.
